	(1A) *Essential Question(s): What is Latin America? 

	(1A/1B) Connections (prior/future learning): Students will establish a general background knowledge of where Spanish is spoken before further exploring the language/culture. They can relate their new knowledge to what they already know about geography and independence in the United States.
