Constructed Response Exam:  Writing section (15 pts) 
You will be asked to respond in writing to three (3) of the following prompts. Students will be allowed to use a Spanish-English dictionary from our class set if they like. 
· Describe one of your family members in detail. Who are they? What are they like? What do they do? What do they like? 
· Describe your family in general. What are they like? Do you have a big family? What do you do together? What sorts of things does your family like? 

· Describe what you normally do after school. Provide many details. Who are you with? What is your routine? 

· Describe a traditional Hispanic dish. What is it like? Where is it served? What are the ingredients? 

· Describe one of your favorite dishes. What is it like? Where is it served? What are the ingredients?

Objective Response Exam: Listening and Grammar sections 
Listening section  (10 points) 
You will listen to samples and answer multiple choice comprehension questions about what you hear. Topics may include: 
· Family

· Food

· Pastimes/ Afterschool activities 
Grammar section (60 pts)
You will be given sixty (60) questions that will explicitly ask you to demonstrate your knowledge of Spanish vocabulary and grammar. Questions may be multiple choice, matching or true/false. Topics may include: 
Objectives and Classroom Language 

· respond to basic classroom commands kinesthetically and verbally 

· contextually recognize classroom commands and phrases in written form 

· explain the importance of learning a new language (Spanish) 

· define a cognate/false cognate and give several examples 

· greet their peers, strangers and elders appropriately 

· make introductions 

· Express basic feelings by using ESTAR + Adjective phrases

· Say how they are feeling using basic adjectives 

· Ask how others are feeling 

· recognize and use courtesy phrases in context
Ser and Adjectives 

· conjugate the verb SER in context aurally and in writing using pronouns 

· recognize SER and its conjugations when listening and reading

· recognize subject pronouns 

· define subject pronouns and why they are used

· successfully substitute pronouns for a variety of subjects 

·  successfully describe people using subject pronoun + SER + adjective 

·  modify adjectives according to number and gender of the noun 
Regular Verb Conjugation 
· correctly conjugate regular verbs using pronouns in the present tense

·  Describe- make observations based on visual clues 

· Interpret written/spoken descriptions

· name all family members in the target language; 

· use possessive adjectives when talking about family relationships

· describe family members
