	TUESDAY
(1C) Learning Target 
I can describe my name metaphorically. 

I can compare my name to my personality 
(1C) Do Now: Have you ever tried to hide your identity or a part of who you are? (nationality, background, socioeconomic status, etc.) Why? 
Students share out “do now” 

Class reads excerpt from Sandra Cisneros. 

Teacher explains metaphor. 

Class discusses “metaphor”, gives examples of how Cisneros uses it.

Teacher explains target and assignment. 

Students write paragraphs using MLA format
 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: Students submit “My name” paragraph via google classroom.
(1B)Closing Activity: Exit ticket- students write what a metaphor is.


	WEDNESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: I can compare the lives of several famous Americans. I can identify the important factors which shaped their values. I can reflect on the factors that have shaped my own values. 
(1C) Do Now: marshmallow challenge. 
Students will watch Episode 1 of “Faces of America” they will record their observations on their notecatcher. 


	(1F )Embedded Formative Assessment: complete notecatcher
(1B) Closing Activity: Exit ticket: In your opinion, what is the most important factor that shapes one’s values? 


	THURSDAY
(1C) Learning Target: I can research and evaluate “I am” poems.
(1C) Do Now: How do your parents teach you to behave? What is good behavior or being a good person? What is really important to them? 
As a class, we will read history and one example of poem. Each student will read and evaluate another example and report to the class- think-pair-share with notecatcher. 

	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: Think-pair-share
(1B)Closing Activity: Exit ticket- which was your favorite poem and why?

I can write a poem outline. 
I can choose metaphors that reflect my background and values.
