1. How do people talk about what they eat at each meal?

2. How do people make comparisons about people, places, and things?

3. What are some common foods and dishes in the Spanish-speaking world?

Students will add to their knowledge of verb conjugation with the preterite and food vocabulary in Spanish. They have studied present, stem changers, irregulars and preterite; now they will add stem changers in the preterite. They will practice with comparatives and superlatives, which we will build from our knowledge of adjectives.
